Lincolnshire Beekeepers Association North Lincolnshire District – Annual Honey Show
Open to all fully paid up members of the district.

Rules and Regulations

RULE 1 – Classes

Novice – One 1lb jar liquid honey. (Any colour or blend) To compete for the Ted Anderton novice trophy.

Class 1
Two matching 1lb jars of light coloured liquid honey.

Class 2
Two matching 1lb jars of medium coloured liquid honey.

Class 3
Two matching 1lb jars of dark coloured liquid honey.

Class 4
Two matching 1lb jars of granulated honey.

Class 5 
Two matching 1lb jars of creamed honey. To compete for the David Hollier Trophy.

Class 6
Cake of wax. Moulded cake of wax between 6 and 8 Ounces in weight.
Class 7 
Frame for extraction

Class 8
Two matching 1lb jars of heather honey.

RULE 2 – Awards

Exhibitors may enter more than one exhibit in a class but no exhibitor shall be entitled to more than one award per class.

Prize cards will be awarded as follows. 1st 2nd 3rd and Highly Commended.

Points will be awarded in each class 1 to 8 inclusive to qualify for the John A Jackson trophy as follows. 1st = 4points. 2nd = 3 points. 3rd = 2 points. And highly commended = 1 point. In the case of a tie, the competitor with the largest number of highest awards shall be awarded the trophy.
RULE 3 – Labels

Labels will be supplied by the show secretary. Every jar must be labelled. The labels should be affixed about ½ an inch from the bottom of the jar. The judge is empowered to deduct points where exhibits are incorrectly labelled. No other label may be affixed to any exhibit.

RULE 4 – Extracted honey

Liquid extracted honey and granulated honey must be exhibited in 1lb clear glass paired screw top squat jars, fitted with commercially available metal caps.

RULE 5 – Colour

Grading of liquid extracted honey will be according to BSS grading glasses.

RULE 6 – Bona fide

All exhibits  must be produced from flowers, plants, trees by bees in the care of the exhibitor.  At the time of gathering.

RULE 7 – Exhibits must be on the show bench in preparation for judging not later than 7.45pm on the night of the show.
RULE 8 – Decisions

The decision of the judge is final and binding.

RULE 9 – Definition of a novice.

The definition of a novice for the purpose of this competition shall be a competitor that has never previously been awarded a first prise for extracted honey.
